o Keep track of resources in your community
e Get from one place to another

¢ Find employment resources and supports
e Save important information like work schedule,
list of job tasks, and supervisor contact information

o Assists you in advocating and learning about
your rights

e Employment:
o Assists you with getting a job
e Family support:
°o Helps you be healthy and safe in your community
e Independent living:
o Helps you with finding housing and support for living on your own

e Postsecondary education:
o Assists you in continuing your education

e Recreation:
o Helps you find activities you enjoy and can participate in

How Do You Know Which Resources to Add to Your
Community Resource Map?
